Drive Safe:
REACH SAFE

Today if we look at the data of casualties in road
accidents we will find that the situation is alarming. A
large number of people lose their lives on roads and a
remarkable number of people suffer permanent
disabilities due to the road accidents, where as in
western countries this figure is very small as compared
to India. A total of 4,80,652 road accidents took place in
indiain 2016 resulting in the loss of 1,50,785 lives(about
413 persons in a day) .(source: Internet - Accidents India
2016 report).As perthe data inUS 34436 people were
killed in 37,461 motor vehicle crashes; an average of
102 per day. (Source Wikipedia)

Let us analyse the reason behind
this. In western countries the
sense of responsibility for the
wellbeing of others is very high
while it is opposite in our country.
Qur youth is responsible for this.
They get fascinated towards over
speeding. They say ‘speed always
thrills; but they forget that ‘speed
sometimes kills . Most of the
youngsters feel that their driving
license is the permission for
driving the way they wish and
forget that their driving license permits them to drive
but binds them with some rules as well. They not only
endanger their lives but also of the other people on
road. Obtaining a license doesn't mean that they are fit
for driving without the thorough knowledge of the
traffic rules and the road signals. If we try to see the
causes due to which the road accidents occur, the main
cause we will find is over speeding. Here | want to give
some suggestions. If we all promise to follow them
sincerely, |am sure that about 80% of the road accidents
can be avoided and the roads will not become the road
to the cemetery. Do not get over confident that you are
an expert driver. Timely get your vehicles serviced from
the authorized service station. Before starting your tour

always check tyre pressure, engine oil, radiator
water/coolant level, brake fluid, lights, horn, etc. This
will also help in controlling pollution, besides safety.
Maintain your speed according to your control over the
vehicle, traffic conditions and the road conditions.
Always tie your seat belt in four wheelers and always
use helmet on the two wheelers. Don't overload the
vehicle. Remember that the vehicle is safe to drive anly
if it is used for the permitted load only; beyond that it is
unsafe, unstable and may go out of control any time. Be
considerate towards the pedestrians and cyclists. Don't
jump the red signal, stop before
the zebra crossing. While driving
don't talk, don't use mobile, don't
drive if you feel sleepy, don't drive
if you are in any type of physical or
mental stress, don't drive if you
are drunk. One very important
thing is judgment of the driving
skills of the driver of the vehicle
running ahead of you or
approaching you from the front
and accordingly make yourself
safe because sometimes on roads
it is observed that people have to

suffer due to others’ mistakes. To
avoid confusion on the road, be sure that you know the
route to your destination. Else it is better to have a
navigator or to use Google Map through GPS because
sometimes the confusion about the route can be the
cause of an accident. Another very important thing is
that don't leave your |left even if the road is traffic free.
Always maintain yourself on the left even while taking
‘ALWAYS LEFT' -make it a thumb rule for
driving except in case of overtaking. Hope this will help
you to be save on road,
